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Department’s Position: The Department of Health opposes this measure which seeks an exemption
from Section 321-11, Hawaii Revised Statues, relating to certain department requirements.

Fiscal Implications: None.

Purpose and Justification: This bill seeks an exemption from Section 321-11, Hawaii Revised Statues
(HRS), relating to certain department requirements. The bill also secks exemption from the
department’s occupancy requirements for single family and multi-family units. The Department
currently does not have any rules or regulations for occupancy requirements of single family and multi-
family units.

In 1991, the department adopted Chapter 62 of Title 11, Hawaii Administrative Rules (HAR),
entitled "Wastewater Systems" based on the authorities provided in Sections 321-11 and 342D-4, HRS,
to ensure that the use and disposal of wastewater did not contaminate or pollute any valuable water
resource, did not give rise to public nuisance, an_d did not compromise public health and safety. Chapter
11-62, HAR, provides rules and regulations for the proper design and construction of wastewater

systems that are to be located in areas where a County sewer system is not available.

Promoting Lifelong Health & Wellness
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Through the implementation of Chapter 11-62, HAR, the department ensures that wastewater
systems are properly installed to protect public health aﬁd safety and the environment, specifically,
groundwater and surface waters. We are concerned that if this measure is passed, substandard
wastewater systems may be constructed which could potentially compromise public health and safety.
Furthermore, if exempted from Chapter 11-62, HAR, wastewater systems constructed may contaminate
drinking water sources and surface waters.
In summary, the department does not support this bill because public health and safety and the
environment may be compromised.
