The Emergency Services Department of the City and County of Honolulu supperts HB 1953, which relates
to emergency medical care on Oahu.

Honorable legislators, it is still difficult to believe that just a little more than a month ago the Hawaii
Medical Centers closed their doors to the community. The announcements came suddenly, so quickly that EMS
found it necessary to stage an Advanced Life Support (ALS) Unit outside the doors of the emergency rooms because
we were finding sick individuals seeking help at the empty emergency departments,

In addition, the City Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Division immediately stood up additional
ambulances in anticipation of the higher call volume and longer transport times. We have maintained the increased
service with two (2) ALS ambulance units; this has allowed us to continue to provide the standard of care residents
of Oahu have come to expect. One 24-hour unit, and a second 16-hour unit, has a combined average of 140
emergency 911 calls per week. Although transport times have increased, our response times have actually improved
across the entire island since the units started service.

The closure of these facilities has left many gaps in the health care industry, and while EMS strives to serve
as the safety net for the community, we have done so with funds originally slated for normal operations and without
the supplemental appropriations which would be afforded by this measure, other areas of our service will suffer. We
humbly ask for your support of HB 1933.
