HFBF supports HB 2100, HD2, which appropriates funds to the University of Hawaii for
statewide bee hive research.

Honey bee problems are problems for all of us since many local crops are pollinated by
bees. If we are unable to control pests and diseases that harm our honey bees, Hawaii's
Agriculture Industry may suffer lower production and quality in tomatoes, melons, and
cucumbers as well as coffee, avocado, macadamia nuts, and citrus.
