1. Order to Show Cause pursuant to Sections 603 and 604, HRS
Writs of Attachment and Execution pursuant to Section 631, HRS
Garnishment documents pursuant to Section 652, HRS
Writs of Replevin pursuant to Section 634, HRS and
Writs of Possession pursuant to Section 666, HRS.

House Bili 2601 HD3 will update the HRS to allow not just sheriffs and police to
serve these types of process but persons authorized by the rules of court.

The Department conducted a review of the statutes pertaining to the service
of process and found that the language being used throughout the statutes were
inconsistent. House Bill 2601 HD3 will amend these sections and allow for
persons authorized by the rules of the court to serve all process except for relating
to criminal process. |
