Chair Tsuji, Vice Chair Hashem, and Members of the Committee:

I am Dean Okimoto, President of the Hawaii Farm Bureau Federation (HFBF).
Organized since 1948, the HFBF is comprised of 1,800 farm family members statewide,
and serves as Hawaii’s voice of agriculture to protect, advocate and advance the social,
economic and educational interest of our diverse agricultural community

HFBF is in strong support of this package of resolutions providing a framework for
policy support of the agricultural industry.

Hawaii’s State Constitution, State Policies as defined in HRS 226, various County
General Plans and most recently the Governor’s Platform of a New Day all speak to the
importance of agriculture to Hawaii’s future.

At the same time, efforts are often disconnected, with many pointing to the Department
of Agriculture to carry out this mission. There may have been a time during abundant
resources that such an order may have been reasonable. However, times have



changed and the demands on the Department expanded. Hawaii’s support of
agriculture cannot just lie in the Department’s hands or that of the legislature but needs
to be a collaborative public private partnership. Developing the relationships and
commitments will be a significant first step to solidifying the foundation for Hawaii’s
agricultural future and therefore our level of self sufficiency and sustainability.

Discussions by the parties identified in HR74/HCR1O2 to craft a comprehensive plan
that has a broad foundation, supported by the individual department budgets and goals
and legislative priorities in 201 3-2014 will be a major breakthrough in providing actual
support to implementing the various policies speaking to supporting agriculture in the
State.
