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The concurrent resolution requests that the Auditor perform a sunrise review
pursuant to section 26H-6, Hawaii Revised Statutes (“HRS"), on the regulation of
ziplines and canopy tours as proposed in legislation during the Regular Session of
2012. The Auditor's analysis would set forth the probable effects of the proposed
regulatory measure, assess whether its enactment is consistent with the purposes of
section 26H-2, HRS, and assess alternate forms of regulation.
