*  Intercepted four times in Hawaii.  

*  Major crop pest of peppers, soybeans, tomatoes, 
corn, cabbages, cucumber, beans, peas, eggplants.

*  Causes hundreds of millions of dollars in crop 
damage annually.

*  Increased insecticide use will not adequately  
control this pest.

*  Introduction likely from non-agricultural products.

*  Currently reported in 41 states including    
California.
