The purpose of this measure is to support Hawaii’s youth in
foster care by establishing the Young Adult Voluntary Foster Care
Program extending foster care services to provide care and
supervision of eligible foster youth until their twenty-first
birthday.

(1) Amending its effective date to January 1, 2030, to
