(2} Including sexual exploitation and labor trafficking
within the definition of "harm" used in child welfare
statutes.

The Department of Human Services, Office of Community

Hope Intermnational, Sex Abuse Treatment Center of Hawaii, and many
individuals testified in support.

(1) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, to ensure

(2} Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for purposes
of style, clarity, and consistency.
