Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the annual vehicle registration fee from $46 to
an unsgpecified amount;

(2) Changing the amount that shall be deposited into the
Disability and Communication Access Board Special Fund
from $§1 to an unspecified amount;
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(3) Changing its effective date to January 1, 2030, to
promote further discussion; -and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

Committee on Finance that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
892, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Third
