“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO WAGES,TT

The purpose of this measure is to protect employees by
requiring employers to provide additional wage information on
employees’ wage statements and to maintain accurate records of
employee compensation. The measure would take effect on January
1, 2014.

The Department of Labor and Industrial Relations testified in
support of this measure.

Your Committees find that providing additional wage
information to employees would assist them in understanding their
hourly rates of pay and other elements of their compensation. In
addition, your Committees find that requiring employers to
maintain accurate records of employee compensation would
facilitate the Department of Labor and Industrial Relations Wage
Standards Division’s efforts to conduct effective investigations
of violations and assist employees in recovering unpaid wages.
