Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act.

The Office of Hawaiian Affairs, Hawaii Civil Rights
Commission, Hawaii Appleseed Center for Law and Economic Justice,
HealthyPacific.Org, COFA Community Advocacy Network, Hepatitis
Support Network of Hawaiil, and numerous concerned individuals
supported this measure.
