The purpose of this measure is to ensure that the State’s
rural communities continue to be eligible for federal programs by
designating areas in the State as rural for the purposes of
eligibility for federal programs that require such a designation
under state or federal law.

The Department of Health, the Office of Hawaiian Affairs, the
Healthcare Association of Hawaii, and a concerned individual
supported this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2030, to
facilitate further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
