74, S.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO CORRECTIONS,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Allow committed persons, at the discretion of the
Director of Public Safety, to create products and crafts
to be offered for sale by the Director;

(2) Allocate the proceeds of these sales to the committed
person’s current facility’s fund for reentry or
rehabilitation services or programs, the crime victim
compensation special fund, and the account maintained by
the Department of Public Safety for the committed
person; and

(3) Require the Department of Public Safety to study other
states’ practices on the making and sale of arts and
crafts by inmates.

The Crime Victim Compensation Commission, the Community
Alliance on Prisons, and several concerned individuals testified
in support of this measure. The Department of Public Safety
provided comments.
