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Electricity is versatile, but it is difficult and costly to make and store. The genius behind 
seawater air conditioning technology is that the cold seawater can chill buildings 24/7, much like 
solar water heaters provide hot showers even after the sun has set. Our ocean directly improves 
our lives in so many ways: food, therapy, recreation, scenery. Let’s also recognize its enormous 
potential in helping to meet our energy needs. While researchers continue to work on ways to 
harness wave power and ocean thermal power, buildings in dense areas should readily convert 
to seawater air conditioning, a renewable energy solution that is practical and proven.
