The Office of Hawaiian Affairs (OHA) offers comments on SCR137 SD1, which 
requests the coordinator on homelessness to assemble a working group to identify 
solutions for homeless Native Hawaiian families. 
 

The work requested in this resolution is in line with the Interagency Council on 
Homelessness (ICH) draft plan to end homelessness in Hawai‘i. Many of the partners listed 
in the resolution are either already part of the interagency council or would be readily 
welcome to any of the meetings. 

 
Work in this area is difficult because the agencies are asked to do more with no 

additional resources and are expected to handles the disastrous effects from the cuts of 
mental health and substance abuse programs during the economic downturn. 
 

OHA’s most recent work in this area includes but is not limited to: 
 Supporting Hawaiian Community Assets tremendous work in creating a financial 

foundation for homeless families. 

 Creating $900,000 in grant opportunities for housing. 
 Providing long-term stable financial support to DHHL. 
 Developing leveraged funding opportunities to increase reentry programs for pa‘ahao. 
 Participation with the Interagency Council on Homelessness. 

 
Mahalo for shining a light on this issue and providing the opportunity to testify on

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TESTIMONY IN OPPOSITION

I find it shocking that the legislature would even consider developing a 
homeless program that intentionally excludes seventy-two percent of our 
homeless population solely on account of race.  Shame on you!

SCR 137, SD1, whereas clause #3, says "Native Hawaiians are 
disproportionately represented among Hawaii's homeless at twenty-eight 
percent of the homeless served"  

So there's the proof that you are aware that seventy-two percent of the 
homeless are not Native Hawaiian.  Yet you propose a study group intended 
to develop legislation focused exclusively on Native Hawaiian homeless while 
ignoring the nearly 3/4 of the homeless who lack a drop of the magic blood.

If the program you envision is a good one, why engage in racial discrimination 
in deciding who can benefit from it?  If the program you envision turns out to 
be a bad one, why would you want to create a racial ghetto that ensures that 
all the victims who suffer from the bad program are Native Hawaiian?

Stop the racism, and trash this resolution.
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
