address the homeless needs of the indigenous population of Hawaii and
offering an amendment.

We agree that the homeless situation in Hawaii is highly complicated that
will require complicated solutions. We agree that a working group could
begin to address some of the issues.

We suggest an amendment added as (1) in the first Be It Resolved as:
(1) Identify the accurate numbers of Native Hawaiians vis-a-vis
native Hawaiians that are currently homeless and use that data base
as the starting point for the working group.

The three numerals currently in that paragraph then become (2), (3) and (4).
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This distinction would clearly identify the two classes within the indigenous
population as defined in current Federal and State law and provide direction
as to available trust benefits.
