Dear Chair Takumi, Vice Chair Ohno, and Committee Members:

This testimony is submitted support for SCR51 SD1, requesting the administration of the
Youth Risk Behavior Survey in grades six to twelve in select schools.

The Hui for Excellence in Education (HE‘E) is a diverse coalition of over 40 parent and
community organizations dedicated to improving student achievement by increasing
family and community engagement and partnerships in our schools. Our member list is
attached.

The Coalition likes the Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS) because it is a federal sun/ey,
which is widely viewed and allows Hawaii to be compared with other states and the
nation. Further, the questionnaire asks specific questions about risk behavior, which
may help inform the Department of Education and the Board of Education on risk
behavior trends, and consequently help shape policy and planning decisions. Among the
topics that are covered in the survey, bullying, physical fighting, depression and
attempted suicide are of particular interest to families, with the feeling that if students
do not feel safe they will not be able to learn.

As with all surveys, in order for them to be effective, an adequate response rate is
critical. We learned that currently, one obstacle about the YRBS was that a parent
would have to give consent for a student to take the survey. This bill allows a student
not to take the survey only if there is written permission from the parent. This opt-out
clause, we believe, will result in more students being able to take the survey, improving
response rates. The Coalition also supports the broadening of participation to include
private schools students to allow for a meaningful representation for the students of
Hawaii.

Thank you for the opportunity to testify and for your consideration. Our support of this
bill represents a 75% consensus or more of our membership.

Department’s Position: The Department of Health (DOH) supports the intent of Senate Concurrent

Resolution (SCR) 51 SD 1 and suggests amendments.

Fiscal Implications: The current cost for biennial administration of the Youth Risk Behavior Survey

(YRBS) and Youth Tobacco Survey (YTS) is $500,000. The DOI-I provides about 80% of the funding

through state special and federal funds. The Department of Education (DOE) provides the remaining

20% of the survey administration costs with federal funds. Additional data collection would increase the

costs of survey administration which are not budgeted.

Purpose and Justification: The purpose of SCR 51 SD1 is to expand the administration of the YRBS to

students in grades 6-12 attending private, public charter, and public non-charter schools unless the

student‘s parent or legal guardian submits written notification to the school that the student does not

have permission to participate (i.e., “passive permission”).

Presently, the YRBS is administered only in select public non-charter secondary schools with

grades 6-12; elementary schools with grade six are not included. The student’s parent or legal guardian
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must submit written notification to the school in order for the student to participate (i.e., “active

permission“).

The DOH agrees that adopting a passive permission process for the YRBS would ma.ke it easier

for students to participate in the survey while still giving parents the opportunity to opt their children

out. According to the CDC, there are 43 other states already using a passive pennission process for the

YRBS.

The department also supports the intent of this resolution, to increase student participation in the

YRBS in order to have more representative data for Hawaii’s youth population. Including students from

private and public charter schools in the YRBS administration would provide insight into the health

behaviors of the approximately 20% of students who do not attend public non-charter schools. However,

the current cost for biennial administration of the YRBS and YTS in public non-charter secondary

schools only is $500,000. Additional data collection at private and public charter schools would

increase the costs of survey administration which are not budgeted.

There is some concem that this measure as written now might be interpreted to request that all

private schools participate in the survey. A census is not needed to obtain representative data for this

population and it would substantially increase the cost of administration and place an unnecessary

burden on the schools and their students.

In summary, the department recommends that the YRBS be administered to a sample of students

enrolled in grades 6-12 at selected public non-charter, public charter, and private secondary schools.

Complex sampling procedures would be utilized to select which schools and students participate in the

YRBS in order to provide the data necessary to represent Hawaii‘s students as a whole. The DOI-I

therefore suggests the following amendments to SCR51 SD1:

Page 2, lines 9 to 13, “BE IT RESOLVED by the Senate ofthe . . . that the Department of

Education is requested to administer the Youth Risk Behavior Survey to a sample of students. .
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Page 2, lines 16 to 18, “BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that select private schools are requested

to administer the Youth Risk Behavior Survey to a sample of students in grades six to twelve.”

We
support this resolution because it will serve to increase the number of students participating the Youth Risk
Behavior Survey (“YRBS”) and provide a more comprehensive picture of Hawaii youth’s health-risk
behaviors.

Planned Parenthood of Hawaii is dedicated to providing Hawaii’s people with high quality, affordable and
confidential sexual and reproductive health care, education, and advocacy. To further that mission, we rely
on research and data to help us to understand the needs of the community. The YRBS is a national school»
based survey conducted by the U.S. Center on Disease Control designed to, among other things, determine
the prevalence of health risk behaviors amongst youth} Currently, public school students are asked to opt
in to participate in the survey and private school students are not asked to participate at all. S.C.R. 51 will
ensure that more public and private students participate unless they opt out, which will increase the number
of students participating in the survey and provide us with a better look at our youth’s current health state.

The YRBS has proven to be an important tool in understanding the health—risk behaviors among youth in
Hawaii. For example, the YRBS has shown that Hawaii’s teens have the lowest rate of condom use in the
country and the highest rate of sexually active teens using any other form of birth control? This
information helps us to determine where and how to focus our resources in order to best provide for the
youth of Hawaii. By increasing the number of students participating in the survey, S.C.R. 51 will give us a
more accurate look at Hawa_ii’s youth and help us to determine how to best meet their needs.
