NF is the
most prevalent genetic disorder, and the complications begin in childhood. NF can cause a wide
range of congenital problems, but mostly it causes tumors on nerve cells. These tumors can occur on
nerves in the skin causing deformity, the eye causing blindness, the ear causing deafness, and
around the spinal cord causing severe pain. The course of NF is greatly variable and unpredictable;
there is no cure. The Congressional Directed Medical Research Program (CDMRP) for NF is the
largest source of federal funding for NF research. Continued research is necessary to reduce the
suffering by children and eventually to find a cure. Thank you again for your hearing this resolution,
for the opportunity to testify, and hopefully for your support.
