Last year the Department of Education received a grant award from the US Department of the
Interior made through the Governor's Office to assist with the cost of educating students from
the countries covered under the Compact. The $1.8 million award was used to benefit alt
students system-wide via a supplemental allocation of weighted student formula funds.

The Department is very appreciative of the support of the Legislature and efforts of the current
Administration and the congressional delegation for their work to secure these additional
resources for the school system.
