counterparts for Fiscal Biennium 2013-15. 

The Department of Budget and Finance supports moving these measures, or 

similar ones, as negotiations are currently in progress and vehicle bills will be 

necessary should an agreement be reached or arbitration award issued prior to the 

end of the legislative session.
