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Legislative Accomplishments

I am happy to have these bills that I authored/co-authored or supported to be signed or awaiting signature
into law by the Governor.

HB 373 - Beginning January 1, 2014, requires health care facilities performing mammography exams to
provide to patients with dense breast tissue, a mammography report and notification about associated cancer
risks and supplemental screening benefits.

HB 266 - Establishes and provides appropriations for a Statewide Language Access Resource Center and
Multilingual Website Pilot Project to be administered by the Office of Language Access. Effective July 1, 2013.

HB 536 - Clarifies preference in state low-income housing for disabled veterans. Authorizes the Hawaii Public
Housing Authority to disqualify any applicant or tenant from state low-income housing if the applicant, tenant,
or a household member owns or acquires a home within the State.

HB 560 - Authorizes the Hawaii Housing Finance and Development Corporation and Hawaii Community
Development Authority to develop programs that provide incentives for the development of housing projects
that incorporate urban gardening programs

HB 587 - Amends the penal code to include persons in a dating relationship as family or household members
for purposes of prohibiting physical abuse of family or household members. Increases the period of separation
from twenty-four to forty-eight hours that a police officer is required to order a person to stay away from a
family or household member if the police officer has reasonable grounds to believe that a family or household
member is in probable danger of further physical abuse or harm being inflicted by the person.

HB 1396 - Appropriates funds for the planning and design of the Nisei Veterans Legacy Center, subject to
matching funds. Requires a report to the legislature no later than twenty days prior to the convening of the
regular session of 2014. Effective July 1, 2013.

Plans, design and construction for a retaining wall behind the school $800,000

Green Infrastructure Loan Program.

Makes green infrastructure installations accessible and affordable for Hawaii's consumers, helps achieve
measureable costs savings, and helps achieve Hawaii's clean energy goals by establishing a regulatory financing
structure that authorizes PUC and DBEDT to acquire and provide alternative low-cost financing, to be deployed
through a financing program. Specifically this measure, among other things:

• Establishes the Hawaii Green Infrastructure Loan Program;

• Establishes the Hawaii Green Infrastructure Authority;

• Authorizes the creation of green infrastructure property consisting of all property, rights, and

interests of the Hawaii Green Infrastructure Loan Program, which will vest in DBEDT for the

purpose of securing bond amounts payable under the Loan Program and other financing costs;

• Establishes the Hawaii Green Infrastructure Bond Fund to receive proceeds of the Green

Infrastructure Fee and Green Infrastructure property;

• Establishes the Hawaii Green Infrastructure Special Fund to receive proceeds of the Loan

Program and other moneys to be expended on the operations of the Loan Program, including

through credits to electric utility customers for reimbursement of excess green infrastructure

charges collected;

• Authorizes DBEDT to issue up to $200,000,000 in revenue bonds to establish and administer the

Hawaii Green Infrastructure Loan Program; and

• Appropriates funds. (SB1087 CD1, 2013)

Supports economic stability and sound fiscal policy by:

●Appropriating $50,000,000 in general funds for FY 2013-2014 to accelerate the recapitalization of the Emergency

●Appropriating $50,000,000 in general funds for FY 2013-2014 to accelerate the recapitalization of the Hurricane
