To repeal obsolete section of chapter 321
and abolish the Advisory Council on Food
Protection Practices.

Repeal sections 321-4.5 and 321-4.6, EBawaii
Revised Statutes (HRS).

In 1999 the Legislature amended section 321-
13, HRS, by removing "sanitarians" from the
list of occupations that the Department of
Health ({(DOH) may regulate. Further, since
both sections 321-14 (License to practice
certain occupations) and section 321-15
(Annual registration, fees, failure to
register), HRS, refer back to the list of
occupations in section 321-13(a) (1), HRS,
the Department has no authority to license
or register sanitarians. Thus, the term
"regilistered sanitation"” no longer has any
legal or practical significance and the
reference to that term in section 321-4.5
should be remcved in the interest of
consistency.

The Advisory Council on Food Protection
Practices 1s a redundant and unnecessary
administrative burden on the DOH. DOH
personnel carry a significant amount of
responsibility for and devote a
disproportionate amount of time and
rescurces to its organization and oversight,
but the Council's sole purpose cf advising
the DOH, in the formation of rules governing
the sanitation practices of food
estakblishments, is already better served by
the Chapter 91, HRS, rule-making procedures
and administrative directives mandating
review by the Small Business Regulatory
Review Board. The DOH will continue to work
