ABILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO FERAL BIRDS.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAILI:

SECTION 1. Section 322-1, Hawail Revised Statutes, is

amended to read as follows:

"§322-1 Removal, preveﬁtion. The department of health and

(2) All odoxs and filth resulting from the feeding of

feral birds; and

(3) Any and all conditions created or existing [whieh]
that cause or tend to cause sickness or disease or to
be dangerous or injurious to health,

and shall cause the same to be abated, destroyed, removed, or
prevented. —

SECTIOer. This Act does not affect rights and duties that
matured, penalties that were incurred, and proceedings that were
begun before its effective date.
