A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO CABLES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

1 SECTION 1. Section 440G-8.2, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is

2 amended by amending subsection (b) to read as follows:

3 ‘(b) The technical specifications, general routes of the

4 distribution system, and the schedule for construction of the

5 cable system shall be subject to the director’s approval.

6 As used in this subsection, the technical specifications

7 shall take into account aesthetic concerns, including the

8 preservation of views and vistas and environmental, historic,

9 and community considerations with respect to the size of the

10 cables.

11 SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored.

12 SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
