RELATING TO SOCIAL SERVICES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

1 SECTION 1. There is appropriated out of the general

2 revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $ or so much

3 thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2013—2014 and the

4 same sum or so much thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year

5 2014—2015 to provide funding for grants pursuant to chapter 42F,

6 Hawaii Revised Statutes, to the Institute for Human Services —

7 Central Oahu.

8 The sums appropriated shall be expended by the department

9 of human services for the purposes of this Act.

10 SECTION 2. There is appropriated out of the general

11 revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $ or so much

12 thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2013—2014 and the

13 same sum or so much thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year

14 2014—2015 to provide funding for grants pursuant to chapter 42F,

15 Hawaii Revised Statutes, to the Institute for Human Services —

16 West Hawaii.

17 The sums appropriated shall be expended by the department

18 of human services for the purposes of this Act.
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1 SECTION 3. There is appropriated out of the general

2 revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $ or so much

3 thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2013—2014 and the

4 same sum or so much thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year

5 2014—2015 to provide funding for grants pursuant to chapter 42F,

6 Hawaii Revised Statutes, to the Hawaii Alliance for Community

7 Based Economic Development for tax preparation services to

8 certain families eligible for temporary assistance for needy

9 families.
