BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

SECTION 1. The purpose of this measure is to make the
public utilities commission's process of reporting to the
legislature more efficient by consolidating reports submitted on
a fiscal year basis within the commission's single annual report
filing made pursuant to section 269-5, Hawaii Revised Statgtes.

SECTION 2. Section 269-33, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
amended by amending subsection (¢) to read as follows:

"{c) The public utilities commission shall submit [=

report—+to—+the legisdature] an update as part of its annual

report submitted pursuant to section 269-5 detalling all funds

received and all moneys disbursed out of the fund [prier te—the
eeﬂveﬁiﬁg—eﬁ—éaeh—fegu%af—seseieﬁ]."

SECTION 3. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed
and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.

To consolidate the Hawaii Public Utilities
Commission's ("Commission") yearly special
fund report to the Legislature within the
Commission's annual report made on the same
figcal vear basis.

Amend section 269-33(c), Hawaii Revised
Statutes.

This measure will simplify the reporting
process for the Commission prior to each
legislative session. The Commission is
currently responsible for submitting several
separate reports on subject matter ranging
from the Public Utilities Special Fund to
the evaluation of Hawaii's Renewable
Portfolio Standards starting in 2013.
Consolidating Commission reports that use a
fiscal year basis within the Commission's
main annual report under section 269-5,
Hawaili Revised Statutes, would help present
pertinent Commission information in one
publication and reduce the unnecessary use
of Commission resources to compile and
distribute multiple related reports.

Impact on the public: The impact on the
public will likely be positive. Obtaining
Commission information will become more
gsimplified by including related information
within a single publication.

Minimal impact is expected on the
Commission, the Department of Budget and
Finance, or other agencies within the
administration.
