To exempt the Hawaii Public Housing
Authority (HPHA) from section 40-82, Hawaii
Revised Statutes (HRS), in order to delete
from i1ts accounts receivable records
accounts for vacated units within state low-
income public housing that have been
delinguent over ninety days.

Add a new gection to part III of chapter
356D, HRS.

Section 356D-32(a) and (b), HRS, currently
allows the HPHA to delete delinquent balance
records for units vacated and over ninety
days delinguent exempt from section 40-82,
HRS, in the administration of the federal
low-income public housing program. There
are no similar statutory provisions for the

administration of the state low-income

public housing program, which means that any
account receivable must be delinguent for
more than two years and meet the
requlrements of section 40-82, HRS. 1In the
interest of consistency across program
administration for the HPHA and its property
managers, the HPHA reqguests provisions for
state low-income public housing program
administration similar to section 356D-32(a)
and (b), HRS. A single, consistent,
streamlined process can be followed by all
parties involved in order to maintain
accurate records and pursue delinguent debts
owed to the HPHA.
