A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO TRANSIENT
ACCOMMODATIONS TAX,

To amend the law to make the 9.25 percent
Transient Accommodations Tax (TAT) rate
permanent, raise the TAT rate to 11.25
percent beginning July 1, 2013, make the
language easier for taxpayers to understand,
and repeal the tax on complimentary rooms.

Amend sections 237D-2 and 237D-6.5, Hawali
Revised Statutes, section 4 of Act 61,
Session Laws of Hawaii 2009, and section 4
of Act 102, Session Laws of Hawaii 2011.

Allowing the rate to return to 7.25 percent
would take needed funds from the general
fund. Hawaii has a lower hotel tax rate
than many locations in the nation. Raising
the rate to 11.25 percent will bring the
State revenue needed to fund important
programs. Changing the wording in section
237D-2 to state the rate simply will make it
easier for taxpayers to understand, and the
complementary changes to section 237D-6.5
ensure that the way revenue is remitted
under TAT law does not change. Provisions
related to the furnishing of complimentary
rooms have been repealed because it is
difficult to administer and generates little
revenue,

because the department has already heen
administering the TAT in its current form.
