15 WHEREAS, CELIA ANN MAIN-ANAKALEA is the 2013 Hawaii Vice-
16 Principal of the Year, serving at Kaimuki Middle School for the
17 past seven years; she has helped to improve the school’s
18 standardized test score ranking from fifth to first place in the

21 WHEREAS, NAOMI MATSUZAKI is the 2013 Hawaii Elementary
22 School Principal of the Year, serving at Kahaluu Elementary
23 School; under her leadership, reading proficiency rose from 46
24 percent to 86 percent, and math proficiency rose from 37 percent
