(2) Submit a report of its findings, recommendations, and
any proposed legislation to the Legislature no later
than twenty days prior to the convening of the Regular
Session of 2015.

(1) Amending the task force's membership to include four
representatives from the Subarea Health Planning Council
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of the State Health Planning and Development Agency and
the directors of emergency rooms in the state; and

consistency, and style.
