The purpose of this measure is to research and develop ways
in which technology may effectively assist HawaiiTs elderly
population, while stimulating economic growth, by establishing a
geriatric research and technology park. The objective of the
research and technology park shall be to encourage manufacturing
jobs related to products and services focused on long-term
services, including adult residential care homes, hospices,
nursing homes, and assisted living facilities in a designated
geographic hub.
