The purpose of this measure is to improve the regulation of
occupational therapists and occupational therapist assistants by:

(1) Establishing an Occupational Therapy Program and
licensing requirements for occupational therapists and
occupational therapist assistants; and

(2) Appropriating funds to implement the Occupational
Therapy Program.
