The Department of Land and Natural Resources, Office of
Hawaiian Affairs, and a concerned individual submitted testimony
in support of the measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by including criteria
by which the traditional and customary practice background
requirement may be met.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
2875, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Third Reading
in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 2875, H.D. 1.
