Thursday, February 13, 2014

The Senate of the Twenty-Seventh Legislature of the State of
Hawai‘i, Regular Session of 2014, convened at 11:37 a.m. with
the President in the Chair.

The Roll was called showing all Senators present.

The President announced that she had read and approved the
Journal of the Eighteenth Day.

At this time, Senator Baker, on behalf of the Maui senators,
introduced the following participants in the Ka Ipu Kukui
Fellows program, a year-long program designed to develop and
train future leaders about the challenges that face the tri-island

Senator Espero welcomed a group of bright and enthusiastic
students from Kaimiloa Elementary School; their teachers
Cecilia Chung, Lani Kawelo, Tammie Richardson, Carmen
Juarez, and Lorraine Yuen; and chaperones Dorothy Shanahan
and Kathleen Makimoto.

congregational and ministry development. Senator Galuteria
also noted that Ms. Eagle Heart had twice been selected as a
delegate to the United Nations Commission on the Status of
Women, was the convener for the 2008 Indigenous Women’s
Gathering, and is also a journalist covering tribal politics for
Indian Country Today.
