The Senate of the Twenty-Seventh Legislature of the State of
Hawai‘i, Regular Session of 2014, convened at 11:43 a.m. with
the President in the Chair.

The Roll was called showing all Senators present.

The President announced that she had read and approved the
Journal of the Forty-Second Day.

Senator Kidani commended and congratulated the Japanese
Women’s Society Foundation on celebrating its sixtieth
anniversary, and presented the following remarks:

“Aloha, Madam President and colleagues. We are frequently
reminded that Hawai‘i is home to an incredibly diverse
population and that the various ethnic groups that live here are
deeply passionate about celebrating and perpetuating their rich
cultures. It was that kind of passion that motivated a group of
women of Japanese ancestry to establish a Japanese Women’s
Society. Their goals were to promote friendship between the
United States and Japan and to encourage their members to
engage in community service. That was in 1954, and this year
marks the society’s sixtieth anniversary. For the original
founders, the formation of the society marked a transition from
first- to second-generation, from Issei to Nisei, in service to the
community.

“The society has been engaged in a number of programs over
the past six decades, but there has been a singular focus through
that time: members have sought to support the elderly,
especially women of Japanese ancestry, who are residents of
Kuakini Home, now known as Hale Pulama Mau. Through
year-round fundraisers, the society has contributed well over
$1 million to the facility. And for more than 30 years, members
have maintained regular visits at Kuakini, especially monthly
friendship teas providing a light Japanese lunch as
well as entertainment to the long-term care residents. Those
experiences have been deeply gratifying for both society
members and Hale Pulama Mau residents.

“Several years ago, the organization became the Japanese
Women’s Society Foundation to carry on its charitable work. I
have been a proud member and board member over a number of
years. My Japanese heritage is from my father, Jack Sakai,
although membership is not limited to those of Japanese
ancestry.

“Colleagues, I am pleased to introduce society leaders who
are with us on the floor today. First, the current society
president and distinguished former member of this body and
now a member of the Honolulu City Council, Councilmember
Ann Kobayashi. Also, join me in welcoming the society’s
president-elect, Irene Nakamoto.

“Madam President, we also have guests in the gallery that I
would like to introduce. Other members of the society that are
here with us today are Julie Shimonishi; Delna Shinohara; Amy
Young; and Amy’s father who is also a member, Herbert
Yonemura. I would also like to introduce Mr. David Nakamoto,
who is the spouse of our president-elect, Irene, who is on the
floor with us today. Thank you all for being with us.

“Madam President, the Japanese Women’s Society
Foundation has gone about its good work for 60 years. The
society will have an official gala to celebrate in July. We wish
them well in this anniversary year and for many years to come.”
