So, by this selective conformity, again, 
we maintain that a person in Hawai‘i is worth one-third of that 
of the rest of the nation. Thank you.”

We had problems then; and here we 
are, and this is 2014, and we still have these same problems. So, 
Madam President, I’m hoping that with the adoption of this 
resolution, that the University of Hawai‘i staff, or whomever’s 
in charge, or the president, to really get on it and solve it. You 
know, I think it’s almost every so many months – because, as 
you know, my daughter is in attendance at the University of 
Hawai‘i at Mānoa – they do get these emails: someone was 
assaulted here, someone was assaulted there. You know, and 
I’ve asked my daughter, ‘Is there any follow-up after you’re 
notified?’ And she said, no, there’s no follow-up. So, I think 

this is very serious, and as well you know, most of those that 
are assaulted are females, but I’m sure maybe males are being 
assaulted also; it’s just that it’s not being reported properly. So, 
I urge all my colleagues to strongly support this resolution. 
Thank you.”
