The Healthcare Association of Hawaii (HAH) is a 160 member organization that includes all of the acute 

care hospitals in Hawaii, the majority of long term care facilities, all the Medicare-certified home health 

agencies, all hospice programs, as well as other healthcare organizations including durable medical 

equipment, air and ground ambulance, blood bank and respiratory therapy.  In addition to providing 

quality care to all of Hawaii’s residents, our members contribute significantly to Hawaii’s economy by 

employing over 20,000 people statewide. 

Thank you for the opportunity to testify in support of HB576 HD1, which provides resources to develop 

a waiver from certain provisions of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act.  The ACA waiver is an 

important tool that allows states to amend provisions of the ACA to better support unique 

circumstances that exist in their healthcare market.   

With the passage of Act 158 (SLH 2014), the Healthcare Association of Hawaii was an active participant 

in the deliberations of the State ACA Innovation Waiver Task Force, and concurs with the findings and 

recommendations outlined in the report submitted to the legislature.  While this task force is not set to 

be dissolved until 2017, it is clear that resources are sorely needed by the Office of the Governor to 

meet all the specified requirements and recommendations for the waiver proposal for consideration by 

the legislature.

Dear Chair Baker, Vice Chair Taniguchi and Members of the Committee: 
 
The Hawai’i Association of Health Plans (HAHP) respectfully submits comments supporting the 
intent of HB 576 HD1, which seeks to continue work initiated by the State Innovation Waiver 
Task Force towards developing a health care reform plan that meets the requirements for 
obtaining a state innovation waiver that complies with the Affordable Care Act (ACA) of 2009. 
 
HAHP appreciates the Committee’s commitment to investing in the work of the Task Force. As 
you know, Hawaii leads the country in having the lowest number of uninsured residents thanks 
to the Hawaii Prepaid Health Care Act (PHCA); therefore, the efforts of the Task Force to 
preserve the PHCA while also adhering to the ACA’s goals and directives are essential.  
 
The innovation waiver application drafted by the Task Force can show the nation how Hawaii’s 
already successful PHCA is best able to co-exist with and complement the ACA.  Consequently, 
it is imperative that the Task Force includes participation by and receive sufficient support from 
all parties in the health care system. 
 
While we certainly support the intent of HB 576 HD1, we have some concern that the additional 
language inserted in the HD1 asking to examine the feasibility of alternative approaches to the 
health reform requirements described in the ACA may potentially delay the request from the 
state for the Innovation Waiver. While the amendments to this bill are worthy, we believe the 
Task Force’s efforts should remain focused on highlighting the already effective PHCA.  
 
We appreciate your consideration of our comments and for allowing HAHP to testify in support 
of HB 576 HD1.
