SUBJECT: SB 1113 - Relating to Background Checks

The State Council on Developmental Disabilities (DD) supports SB 1113. The
purpose of this bill is to expand the authority of the Department of Health to conduct
background checks to include criminal history record check, adult abuse perpetrator and
child abuse record checks, and certified nurse aide registry record checks for persons
seeking employment with the State or its contractors where the work involves direct
client care, and applicants and operators of healthcare facilities.

People with DD, as well as children and the elderly population, are considered
vulnerable to potential abuse, neglect, and mistreatment by family members, caregivers,
and others who have direct access to them. This measure is intended to ensure the
reputable and responsible character of owners, operators, direct caregivers and
persons with direct access to patients, individuals with intellectual and developmental
disabilities (I/DD), or residents in State-licensed health care facilities, certified homes,
and of Department of Health employees, contractors, and subcontractors who have
direct access to the department’s patients, individuals with I/DD, or clients, such as in
public health or behavioral health settings.
