Thank you for this opportunity to testify in support of SB 374, relating to duel credit programs.   
 
Kamehameha Schools offers comments in support of renaming the "running start program" as the "dual 
credit program.” The action of this measure would broaden participation to include ninth and tenth 
grader students who demonstrate an aptitude and motivation for higher education. The language seeks 
to replace the use of standardized tests with a personal assessment. This action provides for greater 
appraisal of a student’s preparation for scenarios more likely to be encountered in higher education.  
 
Kamehameha Schools supports promoting the achievement and success of all of Hawai‘i’s students and, 
as such, seeks to continue as a contributor and collaborator with Hawaii’s Department of Education. We 
find that an investment in opportunities such as expanding and retooling the existing program will 
significantly impact more children and their families through education.
