SECTION 2. Section 235D, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
repealed.

SECTION 3. Chapter 235E, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
repealed.

SECTION 4., Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed
and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 5. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2017.
