13 both national and international, with appropriate

15 (5) An invitcd rcprcccntativc from thc National

16 Acronautics and Spacc Administration as an ox

17 officio[,] non voting mcmbcr],
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1 to be appointed by the governor, pursuant to section 26—34;

2 provided that of the members appointed under paragraph (4), two

3 members shall be appointed from a list of nominees submitted by

4 the president of the senate, two members shall be appointed from

5 a list of nominees submitted by the speaker of the house of

6 representatives, and two members shall be appointed by the

7 governor.

8 The board shall select a chairperson from among its

9 members.”

10 SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed

11 and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

12 SECTION 3. This Act, upon its approval, shall take effect

13 on July 1, 2016.
