A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO ELECTIONS.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAIIL:

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that the trend in Hawaii
has been toward increased mail-in voting. The 2014 Hawaii
primary election was the first election in which more ballots
were voted early than were cast on primary election day. Fifty-
six per cent of Hawaii voters chose to vote early during the
2014 primary, with approximately eighty-three per cent of these
early voters doing so by mail-in absentee ballot.

The legislature further finds that Hawaii's conversion to
elections by mail would significantly reduce the logistical
issues related to conducting elections. The legislature
concludes that an incremental implementation of an election by
mail voting system is the best approach for the State to
transition to elections by mail.

Accordingly, the purpose of this Act is to:

(1) Require counties with a population of fewer than one

hundred thousand to implement elections by mail

beginning with the 2018 primary election. Require
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counties with a population of fewer than five hundred
thousand to implement elections by mail beginning with
the 2020 primary election. Require all elections to
be conducted by mail in accordance with this title
beginning with the 2022 primary election;

(2) Provide places of deposit for personal delivery of
mail-in ballots and a limited number of voter service
centers that would rémain open on the day of election
to receive perscnal delivery of absentee, permanent
absentee, and mail-in ballots, accommodate voters with
special needs, and provide other services; and

{3) Appropriate funds for the implementation and
administration of the election by mail program.

SECTION 2. Chapter 11, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended

by adding a new part to be appropriately designated and to read
as follows:
"PART . ELECTIONS BY MAIL

§11-A Elections eligible to be conducted by mail.

Counties with a population of fewer than one hundréd thousand,
beginning with the 2018 primary elegtion, shall implement

elections by mail. Counties with a population of fewer than
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five hundred thousand, beginning with the 2020 primary election,
shall implement elections by mail. Beginning with the 2022
primary election, all elections shall be conducted by mail in
accordance with this title; provided further that any person
registered to vote in a county that has not yet implemented
elections by mail under this part may request an absentee ballot
or permanent absentee ballot in accordance with section 15-4, in
lieu of receiving an election by mail ballot package pursuant to
this part, and absentee ballot-only elections may continue to be
conducted pursuant to section 15-4(b).

§11-B Procedures for conducting elections by mail. (a)
Ballot packages for electionsg by mail shall include:

(1) An official ballot;

(2) A pre-paid postage return identification envelope;

(3) A secrecy envelope; and

(4) Instructions.

(b} To the extent practicable, the county clerk shall mail
a ballot package by nonforwardable mail to each registered voter
in the county no earlier than eighteen days and no later than
fourteen days before the date of an election. Nothing in this

part shall be construed to change the responsibilities of the

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chief election officer under chapter 15D with respect to uniform
military and overseas voters.

(c) The chief election officer shall determine and provide
for voter service centers and places of deposit pursuant to this
part and section 11-92.1.

§11-C Public notice of mailing. Public notice of the date
or dates that ballot packages are mailed shall be given by the
chief election officer and all county election officers in the
manner prescribed in section 1-28.5 when all the packages have
been mailed or made available to voters.

§11-D Ballot instructions; ballot return. (a) After
receipt of the ballot package, to cast a valid vote, the voter
shall comply with the instructions included in the ballot
package. The instructions shall include directions for:

(1) Marking the ballot;

(2) Inserting the marked ballot in the secrecy envelope;

(3) Inserting the secrecy envelope with the marked ballot

in the return identification envelope; and

(4) Signing the return identification envelope before

mailing or delivering the return identification

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envelope containing the secrecy envelope with the
marked ballot.

(b} The instructions shall include information on election
fraud and voter fraud, as provided in sections 19-3(5) and 19-
3.5, and notice that violation of either section may subject the
voter, upon conviction, to imprisonment, a fine, or both.

(¢) To cast a valid ballot, the voter shall return the
marked ballot in the return identification envelope containing
the secrecy envelope with the marked ballot:

(1) By mail so that the return identification envelope is
received at the office of the clerk no later than the
time provided in section 11-131 on the date of the
election;

(2) By personal delivery to any place of deposit no later
than 6:00 p.m. on the day preceding the date of the
election; or

(3) By personal delivery to any voter service center no
later than the time provided in section 11-131 on the
date of the election.

§11-E Replacement ballots. (a} A voter may obtain a

replacement ballot if the ballot was destroyed, spoiled, or

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lost. Replacement ballots shall be provided to a voter who
completes and signs a replacement ballot request form. The
replacement ballot request form shall include information that
allows the clerk to verify the registration of the voter and
ensure that another ballot has not been returned by the voter.

(b) Upon receipt of the replacement ballot request form,
the clerk shall:

(1) Verify the registration of the voter and ensure that

another ballot has not been returned by the voter;

(2) Note on the list of registered voters that the voter

has requested a replacement ballot;
(3) Mark the return identification envelope as containing
a replacement ballot; and

(4) 1Issue the replacement ballot package by mail or by
making the ballot package available for pick-up by the
voter.

(c) Voters requesfing a replacement ballot shall return
the return identification envelope containing the secrecy
envelope with the marked replacement ballot by mail or by
personal delivery to a place of deposit no later than 6:00 p.m.

on the day preceding the date of the election or by personal
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delivery to a voter service center no later than the time
provided in section 11-131 on the date of the election.
§11-F Deficient return identification envelopes. If:
(1) A return identification envelope is returned with an
unsigned affirmation;
(2) The affirmation signature does not match a reference
signature image in the voter registration files; or
(3) A return identification envelope contains another
signature discrepancy that would invalidate the
counting of the ballot,
the clerk shall make a reasonable attempt to notify the voter by
first class postal mail, telephone, or electronic mail to inform
the voter of a procedure to correct the deficiency. The voter
shall have five business days after the date of the election to
cure the deficiency using the procedure. Counting of ballots
and disclosure of results may proceed during the five-day
period. An inability by the clerk to contact any voters under
this section shall not be grounds for contest for cause under
section 11-172.
§11-G Electronic transmizsion under certain circumstances.

If:

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(1) A ballot package is not received by a voter within
five days of an election;
(2) A voter otherwise requires a replacement ballot within
five days of an election;
(3) A voter requires a replacement ballot within five days
of an election; or
(4) A voter would otherwise not be able to return the
voter's properly issued ballot by the close of the
pells,
the voter may request that a ballot be forwarded by electronic
transmission. Upon receipt of such a request and confirmation
that proper application was made, the clerk may transmit the
appropriate ballot, together with a form containing the
affirmations and information required by section 15-6, and a
form containing a waiver of the right to secrecy under section

11-137. The voter may return the voted replacement ballot and

executed forms by electronic transmission, mail, or deposgit at a

place of deposit or voter service center; provided that the
ballot and forms are received by the issuing clerk no later than
the close of the polls on election day. Upon receipt, the clerk

shall verify compliance with the requirements of this part;
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provided that if the voter returns multiple voted ballots for
the same election, the clerk shall prepare for counting only the
first ballot returned that is not spoiled.

§11-H Counting of mail-in ballots. Counting may begin no
sooner than the tenth day before the election. In the presence
of official observers, counting center employees may start to
count the ballots; provided that any tabulation of the number of
votes cast for a candidate or question appearing on the ballot,
including a counting center printout or other disclosure, shall
be kept confidential and shall not be disclosed to the public
until voting for the election has concluded. All handling and
counting of election by mail ballots shall be according to
procedures established by the chief election officer.

§11-I Voter service centers; places of deposit. (a)
Beginning on January 1 of the year in which election by mail is
scheduled to be implemented in a county pursuant to this part,
the respective clerk, after consultation with the chief election
officer, shall designate at least one location in the county to
serve as a voter service center. The office of the clerk of
each respective county may serve as a voter service center, as

may any other locations that the clerk determines will serve the
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particular needs of the county's voters. Section 11-21 relating
to changes and transfers of registration shall apply to each
votér service center as though it were the precinct at which a
person's name properly appears on the list of registered voters.

(b) Voter service centers shall be open from the tenth day

- preceding the day of the election through the day of the

election and at the same times statewide, except as may be
proﬁided in section 11-92.3 or by the chief election officer
through administrative rules.

(¢) Each voter service center shall provide the services
specified in section 11-1 under the definition of "voter service
center".

(d) The county clerks may also designate and provide for
places of deposit if locations and apparatus for the purposes
specified in this part can be securely maintained throughout the
period of use for each election.

§11-J Election expenses and responsibilities for elections
by mail. (a) Election expenses in an election by mail shall be
as follows:

(1) Expenses related to elections by mail involving both

state and county offices, or involving both federal

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and county offices, unrelated to voter registration,
shall be divided in half between the State and the
counties. Each county shall pay a proration of
expenses as a proportion of the registered voters at
the time of the general election. The counties shall
separately be responsible for expenses associated with
voter registration;

All expenses for county elections by mail, which do
not involve state or federal offices, shall be borne
by the county and paid out of appropriations as may be
made by the council; and

All expenses for state or federal elections by mail,
which do not involve county offices, shall be borne by
the State and paid out of appropriations as may be
made by the legislature. Expenses attributable to
registration of voters by the clerk for state or
federal elections that do not involve county offices
shall be borne by the State and paid out of
appropriations as may be made by the legislature.

Election responsibilities for elections by mail shall

be as follows:

(A} The counties shall be responsible for voter
registration and absentee voting;

(B) The State shall be responsible for the printing,

mailing, receipt, and counting of ballots; and

SECTION 3. Chapter 11, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended

Whenever the conduct of an election within any precinct has been

postponed:

(1) By the chief election officer or clerk in county

elections because of a natural disaster pursuant to

section 11-922.3; or

(2) By the governor during a state of emergency pursuant

to section 127A-13(a) (9),

the printout by the counting center computer or other disclosure

of the number of votes cast for each candidate or question

appearing on the ballot for the postponed election, from any

precinct whether or not designated for postponement, including

votes cast by absentee ballot or in an election by mail pursuant

to part ,_shall not be disclosed to the public until voting

for the postponed election has concluded. For candidates or

Each county

will pay a proration of expenses as a proportion of

(A) Polling place supplies;

(B) All printing, including ballots, but excluding
printing connected with voter registration;

(C) Temporary election employees not including voting
machine programmers doing work for both the State
and county;

(D} Ballot preparation and packing; and

(E} All other costs for which the State or county are
not specifically responsible relating to the
operation of voting machines, electronic voting
systems, and other voting systems except paper
ballots to include but not be limited to real
property rentals, equipment rentals, personnel,
mileage, telephones, supplies, publicity,
computer programming, and freight.

The responsibility for the above functions shall
be determined by the chief election officer where the
respongibility for such functions has not been

assigned by the legislature.
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Any future expenses not presently incurred under any voting
system now in use or to be used shall be assigned to
[paxragraphs] paragraph (1}, (2), or (3} [absewe] by the chief
election officer upon agreement with the clerks or by the
legislature."

SECTION 12. Section 15-1, Hawailii Revised Statutes; is
amended by adding a new definition to be appropriately inserted
and to read as follows:

""Electronic transmission" has the same meaning as in

section 11-1."

SECTION 13. Section 15-4, Hawail Revised Statutes, is
amended by amending subsection (e) to read as follows:

"(e) When a registered voter requests an absentee ballot,
the voter also may include an additional request to receive
absentee ballots permanently. After receiving a request for
permanent absentee wvoter status, the clerk shall mail to the
voter who requested permanent absentee voter status an absentee
ballot for all subsequent elections conducted in that precinct.
The forwarding address for absentee ballots to be permanently
mailed shall be the in-state mailing address contained in the

voter's registration record. Voters who seek to have ballots

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SECTICON 18. There is appropriated out of the general
revenues of the State of Hawail the sum of § or so much
thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2016-2017 for the
purpose of implementing and administering elections by mail,
including voter education and public awareness programs.
