The purpose of this measure is to establish a Game Management
Advisory Commission to serve in an advisory role to the Board of
Land and Natural Resources to, among other things:

(1) Recommend policies and criteria regarding the
management, protection, and promotion of public hunting
in Hawaii;

(2) Make recommendations relating to the process of hunting
rules modification; and

(3) Collaborate with others who gather information and
implement hunting programs and data.

The Aba Moku Advisory Committee, County of Hawaii Office of
the Mayor, two counciimembers of the Hawaii County Council, Hawaii
Crop Improvement Association, Hawaii Farm Bureau, The Society for
Hawaii Heritage Animals, Hawaii Rifle Association, Pig Hunters
Association of Oahu, Hawaii Hunting Association, and many
individuals provided testimony in support of this measure. The
Department of Land and Natural Resources and Hunting Farming and
Fishing Association provided comments.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
1041, H.D. 2, and recommends that it pass Third Reading.
