(2} Increasing a property's tax assessment to make loan
payments to the Program; and

(3) Authorizing the issuance of revenue bonds and
appropriating bond revenues to finance the Program.

The Department of Business,
Economic Development, and Tourism, Department of Budget and
Finance, Hawall Green Infrastructure Authority, Tax Foundation of
Hawaii, and Hawaii Association of Realtors provided comments.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to January 1, 2075, to encourage further
discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Energy & Environmental Protection that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 1524, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No.
