(1) Reqguiring an application for voter registration to be
included with applications for civil identification
cards and driver's licenses;

{2) Requiring the applicant to accept or decline the voter
registration before the identification card or driver's
license application may be processed; and

(3} Giving election officials and the statewide registration
gystem electronic access to the registrant's information
to allow for the timely processing of voter registration
applications.

The Office of Elections; Kauvai Office of the County Clerk;
the Office of Hawaiian Affairs; Planned Parenthood Votes Northwest
and Hawaii; the League of Women Voters of Hawaii; and one
individual testified in support of this measure. The Department
of Transportation provided comments.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1} Changing its effective date to July 1, 2030, to
facilitate further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
1652, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Third Reading
in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 1652, H.D. 1.
