“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE UNIVERSITY OF HAWAII,”

The purpose of this measure is to subject all proposed
salaries for any University of Hawaii employee that are equal to
or greater than twice the Governor’s salary to legislative
disapproval. This measure also requires the University of Hawaii
to include certain specific information on any employee with a
combined salary, allowance, expense reimbursement, bonus, and
other earned benefits in excess of the Governor’s salary in its
annual report to the Legislature.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Higher Education that is attached to this report,
your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B.
