(2} Appropriating funds for fiscal year 2016-2017 to fund a
full-time equivalent position (1.0 FTE) to provide
training and data accountability to assist with the
effective implementation of such statutory prohibitions
and limits.

Hawaii Disability Rights Center and one individual provided
comments.
