The purpose of this measure is to repeal unnecessary and
duplicative prohibitions relating to medical marijuana and amend
certain penalties relating to medical marijuana prohibitions to
make them more commensurate with prohibitions relating to alcohol.
Specifically, this measure:

(1) Repeals the offenses of unauthorized access to medical
marijuana retail dispensing locations and production
centers, respectively, and diversion from dispensing
locations and production centers; and

(2) Reclassifies penalties for individuals who fraudulently
obtain or attempt to procure medical marijuana or
illegally distribute medical marijuana to minors, as a
petty misdemeanor and misdemeanor, respectively.
