Women's Coalition, and a concerned individual supported this
measure. The Department of the Prosecuting Attorney of the City
and County of Honolulu opposed this measure. The Hawali Public
Housing Authority, Hawaiil State Fire Council, and Honolulu Fire
Department provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the
effective date to July 1, 2060, to encourage further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Human Services that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
1901, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 1901, H.D. 1, and
be referred to your Committee on Judiciary.
